This program has become a model for other district programs throughout the Society.  
 
2007 Chapter  Awards:  
Harmony Foundation - The gold award honors the fact that the Tampa Chapter has contributed an average of $190 
per member to the Harmony Foundation for use in support of Barbershop Harmony Society programs.   This average   
reflects gifts made to the Foundation©s Ambassadors of Song program (where donors contribute a minimum of $5 a 
month), the President©s Council (where donors contribute a minimum of $1,000 a year), and other programs such as 
the Founder©s Club (where donors pledge end-of-life gifts to the Foundation©s endowment fund).  The Barbershop 
Harmony Society is the sole recipient of funds from the Harmony Foundation.  
Also of note:   Last Call has become the first quartet in the Sunshine District to earn the Harmony Foundation©s     
designation as an "Ensemble of Excellence."  This award 
means that all four members of the quartet have become   
members of the President©s Council.
