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What Are Harmony Brigades _?
By John Alexander (Jacksonville, FL) and Joe Kane (Tampa, FL)

There are several Harmony Brigades currently in existence. The original Brigade is the
Confederate Harmony Brigade, first established as an honorary “chapter” of the Dixie
District of SPEBSQSA (a/k/a the Barbershop Harmony Society or “BHS”). The newer
Brigades have a different focus, being oriented towards ambitious quartetters who are
willing and able to learn and sing well a set of challenging arrangements; they are
called “Extreme Quartetting” Brigades.

Confederate Harmony Brigade

The Confederate Harmony Brigade (“CHB”) was formed in 1958. It drew its members
from among all chapters in SPEBSQSA'’s Dixie District, which at that time included
Florida. When Florida became the Sunshine District, it remained within the CHB as a
way of continuing the camaraderie already established within the original Dixie District.

CHB members must be Society and Sunshine/Dixie members, must be involved in
administration at any level of the Society, and must be willing and able to sing. Active
membership is limited to 50 “Colonels” (all new members are automatically given the
Colonel rank). Additionally, several “Generals” make up the Command Staff, or Board
of Directors and officers, and members can elect to become Senior Staff if they have
been members at least five years and are 65 or older. Currently the total CHB
membership is 75-80.

The CHB meets once a year, usually the weekend after Labor Day, at a Dixie or
Sunshine District chapter location and, in addition to the weekend of fun, puts on a
combined Saturday night show with the hosting chapter. There is a standard
repertoire that varies gradually over time, and for new invitees, sheet music and a
learning CD are sent out after a registration fee is received. CHB also conducts a
pickup quartet contest where the names of singers who choose to participate are
pulled from a hat, as it were, and the top finalists from a Friday night preliminary
competition compete after the Saturday night show. The CHB awards annual plaques
for quartet winners, outstanding guests, and for the Barbershopper of the Annual Rally
(B.O.A.R. Award).

Attendance at a CHB rally is strictly by invitation from an existing member, and each
invitee, or "Camp Follower", as he is called, must attend at least three successive
rallies to be considered for membership. CHB has a private website for its members.
