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Extreme Quarteting Harmony Brigades  
By John Alexander (Jacksonville, FL) and Joe Kane (Tampa, FL) 

 
The newer brigades have all come into existence since 1992 and are located in various 
states and districts throughout the Eastern and Midwestern U.S.  Brigaders, as members of these newer brigades and their invitees 
are called, are SPEBSQSA/BHS members dedicated to so-called “Extreme Quartetting” or “XQ” - freelance quartetting of high quality 
arrangements, most of which have been made famous by medalist-level quartets.  
 
XQ Brigade Rallies are quartet Invitationals that each provide a high-quality quartetting weekend for men who are vocally capable, 
committed to learning the arrangements, and who will be an asset to other singers attending the rally.  Participants expect to learn 
and to sing well challenging charts of championship caliber, some of which would be beyond the capabilities of less experienced 
men.  So “XQ” events are for ambitious quartetters, looking for a challenge.  
 
Members of the several XQ Brigades, and their invited prospective-member guests, gather annually for Brigade Rally weekends.  
The 10 to 12 song repertoire for each Brigade Rally is selected roughly four months in advance.  Sheet music and a learning CD are 
sent out after a registration fee is received.   The several  XQ  Brigades coordinate on a shared core of music each year,  so that 
Brigaders from anywhere can develop a common repertoire with other Brigaders.   
 
The  XQ  Brigades  borrow much of their format from the original  CHB,  but have as their focal point high-level quartetting by the 
participants.   So while each  XQ  Brigade Rally includes a public Saturday  night show to defray expenses,  the highlight of the 
weekend is the nearly non-stop, pick-up quartetting among attendees.   
 
Each Brigade Rally also includes a pickup quartet contest for all singers, whose names are selected at random to form quartets, 
each of which sings a randomly-selected Brigade tune in a friendly but competitive quartet competition on Friday night, adjudicated 
by a panel of “celebrity” judges.  The top 10 quartets from the Friday night preliminary contest then compete after the Saturday night 
show for prize certificates, “suitable for framing,” for the top 3 quartets.  Ancillary awards, such as for the guy who sang in the most 
pick-up quartets and the guy who was most fun to sing with, may also be given at the end of the Rally. 
 
Crucially,  Brigaders  commit to intense advance preparation to master the assigned repertoire to the high level that “XQ” activity 
requires.   XQ Brigade participation is not a woodshed activity,  or an average chorus-member activity, or even an activity for the 
casual quartetter.   When it comes  to Extreme  Quartetting,  unstinting preparation to sing challenging arrangements is the main 
criterion by which the success and enjoyment of the members and their guests is measured.  
 
Brigade  Rally attendance is by invitation only.   A Brigade Member who knows both your quartetting ability and your preparation 
capacity may nominate you to be a guest.  An invitee or guest to an XQ Brigade must attend at least two successive rallies to be 
eligible to be considered for membership.  Once accepted, he becomes a member of that Brigade (each XQ Brigade handles its 
membership separately).   There is also a staff of volunteers within each XQ Brigade responsible for maintaining continuity of the 
organization, selecting (in coordination with other XQ Brigades) repertoire, arranging for preparation of learning materials, evaluating 
guest nominations and membership applications, making hotel arrangements for the Rally site, and the like. 
 
Brigades are named for their general rally locations, and have no fixed territorial constraints.  It's common to have attendees from a 
dozen or more states and provinces.  Currently there are three Extreme Quartetting Brigades, with a fourth starting in 2008.  In order 
of their founding, these are: 

 
North Carolina Harmony Brigade (1992), next Rally January 18-20, 2008, Southern Pines, NC 

Indiana Harmony Brigade (2003), next Rally November 9-11, 2007, Indianapolis, IN 
Atlantic Harmony Brigade (2006), next Rally August 24-26, 2007, Wilmington, DE 

Michigan Harmony Brigade, charter Rally May 2008, location TBD 
 

There are Brigaders and others planning to start new XQ Brigades at various locations throughout the BHS, including in Florida.  For 
those attending Harmony University 2007, Duane Henry (co-founder of the Indiana Harmony Brigade) is teaching a class on setting 
up and running XQ Brigades.  If you are interested in starting or in helping to start an XQ Brigade, or in learning more about them, 
please contact the individuals named below.
