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It was a weekend when the risers had been used for 
some event and they were in the truck waiting to be delivered 
back to the Hyde Park Presbyterian Church on Monday evening, 
our regular meeting night (then.) The truck was parked, as usual, 
at Bob Lang’s machine shop in Drew Park: not the best 
neighborhood in town but we had never had any trouble before. 
As always, I had backed the truck with the cargo doors against 
one of the buildings so that no one could break the lock and 
open them. 
 
I arrived at the truck about 5:45 on Monday evening, left my car, 
and drove the truck to the church where the risers were unloaded 
and set up. After rehearsal, I drove the truck back to Bob Lang’s 
business and, as I approached my car, I saw that a side window 
had been broken. There was glass everywhere inside and most 
of the contents had been taken, including my “Fuzz-buster.” 
“They” had tried to break the ignition and get the car started but 
had no luck as my ignition key had a special magnetic code and 
it was needed to start the car. I tried my key in the lock but, alas, 
it no longer fit. 
  
This was before I had a cell phone so I got back into the truck 
and drove to a phone booth and called AAA, explaining my 
plight. I drove back to my car and waited. This is, probably, about 
11PM and getting later. AAA arrived but determined that they 
could not get to the front of the car to lift it and tow it so they 
called another tow truck that had special wheels on which to set 
the car. Perhaps another 45 minutes and the second truck finally 
arrived. Now, it’s about midnight . That driver was more savvy 
and could “pop” the transmission in the engine compartment and 
we were able do that, put the transmission into neutral, and roll 
the car to a position where the “Jerr-Vann” could connect to the 
front axel and lift it.
