The relationship between the Ports and the Tampa Bay Jewish Community began the day that Marty
flew to Tampa fo take a lock at the podiatry practice which he sventually purchased. He looked at the
old JCC on Deleon and as luck would have it, he arrived just as the JCC Preschool "Red Room” was
letting out & stream of kids who locked as joyous as any he had ever seen. Marty took this as a sign

children, Marina and Fiora.
