In his research into barbershop harmony, Gage Averill has 
uncovered both a rich musical tradition--a hybrid of African 
American and European cultural forms--and an integral 
feature of the mythologized vision of small-town American 
life. 
The accompanying audio CD both illustrates the evolution of 
barbershop singing over the last two centuries and provides 
examples of the hallmark sounds and structures of this 
unique musical form. 
With intelligence and humor, Averill offers a thorough 
exploration of barbershop's evolution through American 
culture and an analysis of the myths that have surrounded the 
musical form. He also uncovers a vibrant tradition of civic-
mindedness, community participation, and camaraderie--all of 
which feed the passion for barbershop singing that 
characterizes so many of its devotees to this day.
